The Ottawa Senators AAA believes that all Senators teasus, while
Participating in game play, shonld present a consistent look. This look is
anchored by the Ottawa Senators AAA Sweaters. In support of this, Players
are required to wear biack helmets and pants. Hockey gloves must be
congistent with the Senators colour scheme (Red, Black, White) with the
predominant colour heing black.

This policy in no way supersedes the requirernents of Hockey Canada with
respect to required equipment.

In arder fo have a censistent look, eaclt teain's name tags must have the same
prescotation style for the entire team. Player name tags will be placed above
the nurmbers (1.e. across the shoulders) while sponsorship tags will appear
under the aumbers. Name tags will be white background with black lettering
on white sweaters, and red backgronnd with while lettering on red sweaters.

it is also expected that leams and players will take necessary care of the game
sweaters so thatf they are presentable at games. The sweaters must also be
reasonably clean and in proper repair. Game sweaters are to be worn only for
games and not for practice.

Goaltender equipment must zlso follow the Senators colowr scheme, and
players who are in violation of flis need to seek exemption from the
OSAAAHA Execulive.

OSAAAHA Dress code

Players arc to wear a shirt and tie to all games and tournamenlts. Pagts will be
dress pauts or khakis. No jeans are aliowed.

Failure to comply will resuli in the player being warned and reminded of this
policy. Continued viclation will result in saspension. This policy is sffective
immediately.
